Nelson Mandela was born in 20 th century and now he’s very sick. He lives in South Africa. In the nineties , he was the president of S.A. And he fought all this life against apartheid. His nickname was Madiba. Mandale went to jail for almost 30 years and he received the Nobel Peace Prize for his fight against racism in South Africa.
Oscar Wilde was an Irish writer poet and playwright (dramaturge) who lived in the 19th century. His most important book is The Picture of Dorian Gray. Following a scandal for his homosexuality, he was sent to jail (=prison). He died in Paris after being sick.

Maya Angelou: she was born in 1928 in the US, she has become an important figure in the U.S.A. She was involved in the movement for the Civil Rights where she worked with Martin Luther King and Malcom X. She is a writer, actress and poetess and she is still alive.

Eleanor Roosevelt lived in the USA in the first half of the 20th century. She was the First Lady of the USA while Franklin Roosevelt was President. She was a famous diplomat and activist. She did a lot for children’s and women’s rights and for poor people.
Keith Haring was an artist, a draftsman, painter, sculptor, and an American activist. He fought against  AIDS because he died of it. He painted in the streets, in the underground and on walls. He was a street artist and a pop art artist.
