Eleanor Roosevelt was born in 1884 and died in 1962. She was the First Lady during her husband’s service as president of the United States from 1933 of 1945. 
She was very important during WW 2 she devoted her live to the defense of poor people. 
Nelson Mandela lives in the 21th century he was one of the historic leaders of the fight against the apartheid before becoming president of the Republic of South Africa in the 90’s. He’s not dead yet. He won the Nobel Peace Prize.   

Oscar Wilde war an Irish writer and poet of the 19th century ; After writing in differents forms, he became one of the London’s most popular playwrights (dramaturge). Today, he’s remembered for his epigrams, his plays, his only novel and the reasons why he went to jail (=prison) (because he was gay) and of early death. 
Maya Angelou: she is an African-American writer, she wrote many autobiographies and poems. 

Her most famous book is I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings (1969). Her favorite themes are racism, family and identity.  She took part in the Civil Rights Movement in the 1960s and she worked with Martin Luther King and Malcom X.
